Working alongside the contractors Walters were able to unload and install all of this furniture in one week.

The Creative Solution

The staff working in this office worked in teams, we de-
cided that the desking should reflect this. We created 4 
person working areas with low level storage and large 
radial workstations, as engineers work with large draw-
ings and sample products. We put low level screens 
between the working areas and high screens towards 
the isles to minimise distraction as other members of 
staff past through the office. The storage consisted of 
tall side tambour units against walls where needed, two 
drawer filing cabinets in each working pod as well as 
sliding door cupboards. All of this product was standard. 
The meeting room had rectangular tables with power 
blocks which pulled up from the centre allowing visitors 
to plug in laptops etc without trailing cables across the 
floor. Walters also installed the electrically retractable 
projection screens and ceiling mounted projectors.�The Strategy

We produced our first option drawing with gen-
eral ideas for the layout and further solutions for 
storage. Working closely with the Engineering 
manager over a long period of time and lots of 
meetings this design was changed, reworked, 
refined and a final option was then confirmed. 
Seven working drawings were produced in order 
to achieve this final option, we had also pro-
duced a rendered walk through of the office to 
give our client an image of how this project may 
look once completed. Walters office interiors 
had also suggested the scheme for partitioning, 
flooring and colour, all of this would be adhered 
to by the contractors carrying out the alterations.�

The Challenge

Walters Office Interiors have been supplying Cummins Generator Technologies with all of their furniture 
requirements since November 2004. During that time we have helped Cummins standardise their product 
range and introduce corporate colours throughout the entire complex. Cummins asked Walters to redesign 
the engineering floor, incorporating the standards set and introducing new ideas. The area was vast but the 
head count very high, storage was also an issue within this area.�
